1.	 To provide programs for the 
participation of females in 
cricket (ie ‘Come and Try’ 
clinics, Super 8 Carnivals, 
initial set up costs for new 
competitions; community 
‘round robin’ events)

2.	 To provide for the 
development of female 
cricketers by the awarding of 
a scholarship (ie assistance 
with travel expenses for 
country participants; 
assistance with provision of 
equipment; hardship grants 
to assist with uniform or 
playing fees; coaching fees)

3.	 To provide for the 
development of female 
coaches by the awarding of 
a scholarship (ie assistance 
with coach education 
expenses; provision of 
coaching equipment)

4.	 To provide for the 
development of female 
umpires by the awarding of 
a scholarship (ie assistance 
with umpire education 
expenses; umpire equipment; 
membership to an umpiring 
association)

5.	 To provide for the 
development of female 
cricket administrators by the 
awarding of a scholarship (ie 
assistance with education 
and training expenses; 
assistance with purchase of 
equipment such as a laptop; 
administration expenses 
such as internet costs)
